e Voting Method:
Individual students do not vote directly. Each NASC-affiliated school in good standing is entitled to one (1) vote per
officer position. The student council adviser will cast this vote on behalf of their council after internal deliberation to
decide on their supported candidates.
e Election Outcome:
Election results will be announced May 6, via email and the official NSC website. The candidates with the highest
number of votes for each position will be declared winners. In case of a tie, runoff elections will be conducted the
following week, with details shared via email.
