CONSTITUTION
Colorado Valley Association of Student Councils, District 14
Adopted Fall 1995

(Revised Spring 1995, Spring 2001, Fall 2009, Spring 2011, Fall 2016)
Article I. Name and Purpose

Section 1. The name of this organization shall be Colorado Valley Association of Student Councils, District 14.

Section 2. The purpose of this organization shall be to bring together the leadership of member schools for the purposes of exchanging ideas and information and for providing experience in democratic processes.

Article II. Membership and Fees

Section 1. Membership of this organization shall be open to all public, private, and parochial senior high and junior high school student councils of District 14 who have paid their dues as put forth by this constitution.

Section 2. Membership fees to Texas Association of Student Councils, located in Austin, TX, shall be required of any member of District 14. The state organization of TASC shall forward the fees to the district for each school that pays dues. Schools who do not pay their dues shall not participate in the activities of the district.

Article III. Officers and Duties

Section 1. The officers of this organization shall be president, vice-president, secretary-treasurer, permanent recording secretary, and parliamentarian, each designated as a school.

Section 1. The officers of this organization shall be president, vice-president, secretary-treasurer, permanent recording secretary, parliamentarian, and middle school representative, each designated as a school.

Section 2. The president shall preside at all the meetings, shall appoint or delegate power to appoint all committees, and shall be responsible for the program of the meetings at which the school’s representative will preside.

Section 3. The vice-president school shall assume the duties of the president if the president school cannot serve and shall be known as project chairman and publicity director. 

Section 4. The secretary-treasurer school shall keep the membership roll and a list of schools eligible for membership, record and read the minutes of all meetings, shall give notice of all meetings, and shall give annual financial reports to the organization. All approved financial and business records will remain in a permanent location on file with the permanent recording secretary.

Section 4. The office of secretary-treasurer school shall be divided into separate offices. The term for treasurer school will be a two-year term.

Section 4a. The secretary school shall keep the membership roll and a list of schools eligible for membership, record and read the minutes of all meetings, and shall give notice of all meetings.

Section 4b. The treasurer school shall give an annual financial report to the organization and shall keep financial records of the expenses of the district.

Section 5. The parliamentarian school shall act as an advisor to the president, other officers, and the representatives in matters pertaining to parliamentary procedure and to adhering to the provisions of this constitution. 
Section 6. The host school for district conventions shall be responsible for program arrangements. 

Section 7. For vacancies occurring in the office of president for any reason other than expiration of term, the order of succession shall be vice-president and parliamentarian. A vacancy in the office of parliamentarian, vice-president, and secretary-treasurer for any reason other than expiration of term shall be filled by appointment by the executive committee.

Section 8. An officer school is not to succeed itself in the same office.

Section 8. An officer school may succeed itself in the same office.

Section 9. The permanent recording secretary shall serve as a depository and clearing house for all records of the organization and shall furnish information concerning this organization to schools on request only. 

Section 9. The office of permanent recording secretary shall be heretofore referred to as district coordinator.  

Article IV. Executive Committee

Section 1. There shall be an executive committee consisting of a representative and sponsor from each of the officer schools and a principal who is a member of Texas Association of Secondary School Principals present at all meetings. The district advisor shall be a member of the executive committee but has no vote. 
Section 1. There shall be an executive committee consisting of a student representative and sponsor from each of the officers schools present at all meetings.  The district coordinator shall be a member of the executive committee but has no vote.

Section 2. The chairman of this committee shall be the president school.

Section 3. The executive committee shall meet during the annual meeting(s) and other times as deemed necessary. The committee shall set the dates for district meetings. 

Section 4. The executive committee shall take care of any matter of pressing importance that arises during the year and shall have final authority on all district matters subject to the appeals process.

Section 5. Any action at the district level may be appealed by a member of the executive committee or a member school to a committee composed of the principals of the district officer schools and the state board of directors of TASC. 

Section 6. The district secretary-treasurer shall be authorized to pay up to $15 per school and $3 per principal for meals at the planning meetings.

Section 6. The district treasurer shall be authorized to pay for meals at the planning meetings.

Section 7. At all district planning meetings, each school will be allotted three votes, no matter how many delegates they bring to the meeting.
Article V. Meetings and Quorum
Section 1. There shall be two regular meetings of the organization, one in the fall and one in the spring. Host schools for the coming fall and spring meetings will be determined by sponsor volunteers at the sponsors’ meeting in the spring.

Section 1. There shall be two regular meetings of the organization, one in the fall and one in the spring.  Host schools for coming fall and spring meetings will follow a rotating schedule based on counties.

Section 2. The quorum for carrying on business shall consist of the member schools present at the regular, annual meetings. 

Section 3. Special meetings may be called by the executive committee whenever necessary. 

Section 4. No meeting, special or regular, shall be held without the approval of the executive board. 

Section 5. Notice of the regular, annual meetings shall be sent to the member schools and other interested schools one month in advance of the meeting date.

Section 6.  Sponsors are required to attend with their students. In case of an emergency, students wishing to attend district meetings when their sponsor cannot attend must receive permission prior to the meeting from the host school sponsor. The students must be accompanied by an approved sponsor.

Article VI. Elections and Voting

Section 1. Elections shall be held at the spring meeting, and officer schools shall hold office for the duration of one full year. 
Section 2. A school may nominate itself for office.

Section 3. Each member school present at the regular, annual meeting shall have three votes to cast for each office during elections and for constitutional amendments. Voting will be by roll call of member schools listed in alphabetical order.

Section 4. The officers shall be elected by a majority of votes cast by member schools present at the regular spring meeting, and the winner of each position shall be announced before voting on a new position occurs. 

Section 5. Matter of procedure and ordinary motions within a meeting shall be decided by a majority vote of the representative of member schools present. 

Section 6. To be eligible for office, a school must be a current member of both the district and the state associations and present written permission from its principal to the vice-president school prior to the business meeting.

Section 6. To be eligible for office, a school must be a current member of both the district and the state associations.  

Section 7. Campaigning for district offices may be conducted at the spring meeting before and after the business session.
Section 8. There is no set amount for campaign expenses.

Section 9. To be eligible for office, a school must submit in writing as least one week prior to the spring district convention its intention to run for office. The school is also required to perform a campaign skit that is approximately two to a maximum of five minutes in length.

Article VII. Sponsorship

Section 1. The sponsorship of this organization shall rest in the principals and student council sponsors of the member schools.
Article VIII. Parliamentary Source

Section 1. The parliamentary source of this organization on all points not covered by this constitution shall be determined by the executive committee.

 Article IX. Amendments
Section 1. This constitution may be amended by a two-thirds vote of the member schools present at the next regular meeting of this organization.

Section 2. A member school shall have the right to propose amendments to this constitution by sending to the elected principal and president school written copies of such proposed amendments one month in advance of regular, annual meetings. The executive committee is responsible for sending a copy of the amendment to the secretary school. 

Section 3. The secretary-treasurer school shall include in the notice of the annual meeting a written statement of the nature and purpose of all proposed amendments.

Article X. Ratification

Section 1. This constitution shall be ratified by a two-thirds vote of the member schools present at the regular meeting of this organization.

By-Laws

1. The By-Laws may be amended by a majority vote of the member schools present.

Amendments to the District 14 Constitution

Article III. Officers and Duties

Section 1. The officers of this organization shall be president, vice-president, secretary-treasurer, permanent recording secretary, parliamentarian, and middle school representative, each designated as a school.

Section 4. The office of secretary-treasurer school shall be divided into separate offices. The term for treasurer school will be a two-year term.

Section 4a. The secretary school shall keep the membership roll and a list of schools eligible for membership, record and read the minutes of all meetings, and shall give notice of all meetings.

Section 4b. The treasurer school shall give an annual financial report to the organization and shall keep financial records of the expenses of the district.

Section 8. An officer school may succeed itself in the same office.

Section 9. The office of permanent recording secretary shall be here to for referred to as district coordinator.  

Article IV. Executive Committee

Section 1. There shall be an executive committee consisting of a student representative and sponsor from each of the officers schools present at all meetings.  The district advisor shall be a member of the executive committee but has no vote.

Section 6. The district treasurer shall be authorized to pay for meals at the planning meetings.

Article V. Meetings and Quorum

Section 1. There shall be two regular meetings of the organization, one in the fall and one in the spring.  Host schools for coming fall and spring meetings will follow a rotating schedule based on counties.

Article VI. Elections and Voting

Section 6. To be eligible for office a school must be a current member of both the district and the state associations.  

Section 9. To be eligible for office, a school must submit in writing as least one week prior to the spring district convention its intention to run for office. The school is also required to perform a campaign skit that is approximately two to a maximum of five minutes in length.
